Safety Procedures and Guidelines:
Please Initial in the blanks to indicate understanding

Please drop your children off in the back of the fellowship hall with their teacher after signing
them in with the ushers. If you arrive late (after 11:45am) please take your child to their
classroom to sign them in.

Children may not be dropped off in a classroom without teacher supervision.

Children may not be dropped off past 12pm. We have this policy in place as a courtesy to the
teachers so that the learning that is already taking place in the classroom will not be disrupted.

For safety reasons, we request that the same person who dropped your child off pick them up. If
the person who dropped them off is unavailable to pick them up, please list other approved
people on the child information sheet that may pick up your child. All persons picking up
children must be 18 years of age or older.

Pick your child(ren) up promptly after service. Please know that if a child is repeatedly picked up
late, they will be removed from children’s church and be required to stay with their parents for at
least 2 weeks before they can attend children’s church again.

The ages for Children’s Church is 3-8 year olds. All children must be fully potty-trained. If a
child is outside of these age ranges, even if they are the sibling of a child attending children’s
church, they may not be in Annex building for children’s church.

If your child is sick, please keep them with you. If they are on antibiotics, please do not send
them to children’s church until the duration of their antibiotics is complete and they are no longer
sick. If a child in children’s church is found to be sick, they will be sent back to their parents.

Discipline Policy:

It is our desire at Seed of Abraham Christian Center International to see all of our children
“trained up in the way they should go so that when they are old they do not depart from it”.
Sometimes it is necessary to discipline a child and we would like you to be familiar with our
discipline policy so that you can talk with your child after children’s church should discipline
occur. Before any other steps are taken in discipline, positive reinforcement is used. Please be
aware that if for any reason your child has to be removed from the classroom, we will request a
meeting between the parent and teacher, and possibly Pastor Yvette. If a child is removed
multiple times, a meeting will be scheduled between parent, teacher and Pastor Yvette and child
may be be removed from children’s church for a minimum of 2 weeks.

Step 1: Verbal Warning

Child will receive a calm verbal warning explaining that the behavior is not acceptable and needs
to change.

Step 2: Time Out

Child will receive a time out in accordance with their age ( 5 years old=5 minutes time out).
Time out should be away from the activities the rest the class is participating in, but close enough
to be monitored by the teacher.

Step 3: Second Time Out

Child will receive a second and final time out. Time should be doubled (5 years old=10 minutes
time out). Time out should be away from the activities the rest the class is participating in, but
close enough to be monitored by the teacher.

Step 4: Remove Child*

Upon repeated behavior offenses, the child will be removed from the classroom and taken to

their parents.

*It is never our desire to have a child removed from the classroom. These steps are used with the utmost care and it is a last resort
to remove a child from the classroom.
